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Arlene Bozek touched many people during her life as a Montessori school teacher, a child
development worker, a religious educator and an active member of her home parish of St.
Nicholas and its peace and justice committee. Arlene was part of the dedicated group of
people who met, prayed and worked to lay the foundation for L’Arche in Chicago. Arlene
had a dream to become the founding assistant at L’Arche Chicago. She helped to arrange
the monthly potlucks that brought supporters together. She spent a month at L’Arche
Mobile to learn and prepare. Sadly, she was diagnosed with terminal cancer and died
after a courageous battle with the disease before she could realize this dream. That was
May 11, 2000. She left all of her furniture and household possessions to the young

f community. Each year, L’Arche Chicago presents the Arlene Bozek Vision Award to one
of our friends who manifests the spirit of L Arche which was so alive in Arlene. On Saturday, May 15, friends of
L’Arche and Arlene will celebrate the 10" anniversary of her rebirth into new life.
